ARTICLE 3. DEVELOPMENT REVIEW PROCEDURES

3.8.5. Final Plat

3.8.5.D. Review Criteria

A final plat with a previously approved preliminary plat shall be approved if it meets all of the criteria:

1. The final plat is consistent with an approved preliminary plat and the approved master preliminary plat.

2. The final plat is consistent with any required rights-of-way and easements.

3. The final plat is in compliance with any subdivision design and improvement standards adopted by the City pursuant
to Texas Local Government Code governing plats and subdivision of land within the City’s jurisdiction to promote the

health, safety or general welfare of the City and the safe, orderly and healthful development of the City.

4. The tract of land subject to the application is adequately served by the improvements and infrastructure, including

water, storm water and wastewater, or will be adequately served upon completion by the applicant of required
improvements that meets the standards of Article 8. (Ordinance 032357, 02/23/2021)
